Criteria: Two scholarships of up to $1,500 each are available for high school students to help attend summer camps, intensives, or programs that explore an artistic discipline (some examples are: Interlochen, Drum Corps International, American Ballet Theatre Summer Intensive, Western Michigan University Seminar, Art Institute of Chicago Early College Summer Institute, etc.)  One scholarship will be awarded to a student attending any school in Berrien County.  The second will give preference to a Lakeshore High School student.  For particularly expensive/prestigious programs, both scholarships may be awarded to one individual.  Candidates must demonstrate commitment to their chosen art form, as well as demonstrate financial need. 
High school level students are eligible (incoming 9th through incoming 12th grade students). This is a non-renewable scholarship, but students may reapply to receive the scholarship more than once.  
Artistic Disciplines that would be considered include but are not limited to: Instrumental and Vocal Music; Dance; Visual Arts such as Painting, Sculpting, and Photography; and Theater Arts such as Acting, Directing, and Costume Design.  
To complete your application, provide information in the following order:

· What type of art are you passionate about exploring at your summer arts program and why are you
 passionate about it?
· What do you hope to learn through your experience at the summer arts program?
· Proof of acceptance letter to summer arts program or description of camp if acceptance letter/invoice is not available for the summer program prior to deadline date.
· Letter of Recommendation including one letter from: 
· Arts instructor (at school and/or private) addressing the applicant’s ability to attain his/her goals in the field of art they are exploring and a summary of the student’s commitment to/interest in the art form.

Students will be notified by the Foundation regarding scholarship recipients. The scholarship will be paid directly to the camp on the students’ behalf.
